Reading

Speaking and Listening
e Participate in learning conversations
e Take turns, wait to be called on, listen to
others
e Ask and answer questions to seek help and
get information
e Describe familiar people, places, and events
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Identify topic and details in informational text

Mathematics

In Kindergarten, instructional time will focus on
representing and comparing numbers and describing
shapes. Students will concentrate on the following
skills:
